These records must be reported to the CACFP institution promptly by the last calendar day of the month.  The supplier also agrees to retain records required under the preceding clause for a period of three (3) years from the date of receipt of final payment under this agreement (or longer, if an audit is in progress); and upon request, to make all accounts and records pertaining to the Program available to Bright from the Start:  Georgia Department of Early Care and Learning, the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) and the General Accounting Office for audit or administrative review at a reasonable time and place.
